Many people
today prefer to spend their free time shopping. These people are called recreational shoppers.
Recreational shoppers do not always buy something.
They really enjoy the shopping experience.
Of course, many people like going to indoor malls. However, for recreational shoppers, the mall
is more than stores.

The first time | noticed this phenomenon was a few years ago, in St Peter's Basilica in Rome - a
crowd of people standing round Michelangelo's Pieta, taking photos with their cameras and



mobile phones. Then last week | saw it again at the Museum of Modern Art (the MOMA) in
New York. At first, I wasn't too worried when | saw people photographing the paintings. It was a
bit irritating, but that was all. It didn't make me angry. Then the sad truth hit me. Most of the
people were taking photos without looking at the paintings themselves. People were pushing me,
not because they were trying to get a better view of the art, but because they wanted to make sure
that no one blocked their photo.
